A process for dealing with Drug & Alcohol related incidents in 
Education settings in Blackpool



Aims:
 To ensure the young person receives the support they need regarding drug and/or alcohol use
 To ensure the young person is safeguarded effectively
 To ensure that interventions are carried out with the young person as an alternative, or prior to, any exclusions





Drug (inc THC vaping) &/or Alcohol incident occurs in school



ALL Incidents need to be:  1) Recorded and safeguarded 2) Offered Harm Reduction advice 3) Consent gained 4) Onward referral for support



Young Person caught in possession of a substance
Substance found discarded within the premises
Young Person believed to be under the influence of a substance


Unconscious, extreme intoxication/collapsed

Confiscate substance & store in a safe place
Pour away alcohol 
Store in a safe place
Pour away alcohol 

Feeling Unwell—does not require ambulance



Call 999 immediately

Contact communitysafety@blackpool.gov.uk to request neighbourhood policing team to collect – may conduct testing. Also when any ADVERSE reactions (required medical intervention) are present, please notify Rachel.orwin@blackpool.gov.uk.
